Summary/Action Minutes

I. Federal Legislative Update — CJ Lake
Schedule

Both the House and Senate are in session this week. The Senate will meet to hear more of President
Biden’s nominations.

Budget & Appropriations

Congress was in recess last week, so little progress was made on FY?22 appropriations. Congress is
expected to focus on spending bills this week. There are only 3 weeks until the current continuing
resolution (CR) expires on February 18™, and it is likely that there will be another short term continuing
resolution to give both chambers time to come to an agreement. A new CR could last from two to six
weeks. Congress will also have to start the FY 23 appropriations process soon if they intend to pass next
year's spending bills by the end of the fiscal year on September 30, 2022.

The President’s FY23 budget request is expected to be released in early March after the State of the Union
Address on March 1, but it will likely be delayed until early April.

United States Innovation and Competition Act

The House Democrats announced that they will be matching the Senate’s $52 billion to increase U.S.
semiconductor production and to strengthen U.S. technology and research to compete with China. Last
week, more than two dozen Democrats sent a letter to Speaker Nancy Pelosi and Majority Leader Steny
Hoyer requesting them to bring a bill to the House floor this week so that it can pass and go on to
conference with the Senate-passed legislation (S. 1260). The House Rules Committee is expected to meet
this week to set the terms of floor debate on the package. And in a letter to the Democratic Caucus,
Majority Leader Steny Hoyer said that the House will take up the bill this week.

President Biden has called for Congress to work quickly. The sooner the House passes the bill, the sooner
they can conference with the Senators, work out disagreements, and get the bill on to the President’s desk
for enactment.

U.S. Supreme Court

Supreme Court Justice Stephen Breyer formally announced his retirement in late June or early July.
President Biden said that he would announce a nominee to take Justice Breyer’s place by the end of
February. The vote to confirm a justice takes only a simple majority vote in the Senate, so there is not an
avenue for Republican Senators to block the President’s pick.

Governor Gavin Newsom

Today, Governor Gavin Newsom, joined by CEO of Exodus Recovery Luana Murphy, Los Angeles
County Supervisor Holly Mitchell, and California Secretary of Health and Human Services Mark Ghaly,
visited the site of a behavioral health and transitional housing facility to highlight the state’s major new
investments to house and provide critical support services to the most vulnerable Californians. The
California Blueprint proposes an additional $2 billion investment in behavioral health housing and
encampment rehousing strategies, creating a total investment of $14 billion to advance the state’s multi-
year plan to confront the homelessness crisis. The plan will create 55,000 new housing units and treatment
slots when fully implemented.
