Summary/Action Minutes

I. Federal Legislative Update — CJ Lake
Schedule
The House is in a committee work week with no votes scheduled. The Senate is out of session.
President’s Address to a Joint Session of Congress

Last week, President Biden delivered his first joint address to Congress, highlighting the Administration’s
actions to vaccinate Americans, deliver help to American families, and make investments to rebuild the
economy in the wake of the pandemic.

On healthcare, the President said that he would work with Congress on authorizing Medicare to negotiate
drug prices directly with manufacturers and use savings to shore up the Affordable Care Act. He also said
that he supported efforts to permanently extend enhanced tax credits included in the American Rescue
Plan and expand Medicare coverage benefits. He also called for the creation of a new agency to develop
breakthrough health-related technologies, ARPA-H, modeled after DARPA within the Defense
Department.

On immigration, President Biden called on Congress to pass bipartisan reform, including a path to
citizenship for undocumented immigrants - specifically for Dreamers, TPS holders and for farmworkers -
and called for more investment in Northern Triangle countries to address the root causes of migration to
the Southern border.

On gun control, President Biden called for legislation to improve policing across the United Statesand to
restrict access to high-powered firearms.

The President also introduced the American Families Plan as part of the Administration’s Build Back
Better agenda. The plan makes investments in children, families, and America’s economic future and
focuses on bolstering middle-class prosperity through investments in education, health care, and childcare.
In his address, he laid out a sweeping proposal for universal preschool, two years of free community
college, $225 billion for childcare and monthly payments of at least $250 to parents.

The American Families Plan

The President outlined the second half of his Build Back Better agenda in the form of a roughly $1.8
trillion spending and tax plan this week that includes many of his campaign promises. When combined
with the American Jobs Plan, that accounts for approximately $4 trillion in new spending. Thisis a
proposal delivered by the president and not legislation introduced in Congress.



For any of these proposals to become law, they would have to pass Congress either through reconciliation
or through regular order, subject to the 60-vote threshold in the Senate. Congressional leaders have not yet
indicated which direction they plan on taking to pass the President’s ambitious agenda.

The proposal includes hundreds of billions of dollars for national childcare, prekindergarten, paid family
leave and tuition-free community college, among other domestic priorities. The American Families Plan
extends the Child Tax Credit increases in the American Rescue Plan through 2025 and makes the Child
Tax Credit permanently fully refundable. The planalso includes a proposal to increase health insurance
subsidies through the Affordable Care Act exchanges and calls on Congress to create a national
comprehensive paid family and medical leave program.

President Biden laid out a plan to pay for these priorities through tax hikes on individuals earning
$400,000 peryear including returning the top marginal tax rate from 37 percent to 39.6 percent; taxing
investment gains from capital income at ordinary wage rates for those eaming more than $1 million; and
imposing a higher tax on assets when they are transferred at death, among other provisions.

Border Wall Project Cancellation

The Pentagon said Friday it had canceled projects related to the Trump administration’s border wall and
was returning money that the previous president directed to the project to defense programs. The
Department of Defense is proceeding with canceling all border barrier construction projects paid by funds
initially intended for other military missions, such as schools for military children, overseas military
construction projects in partner nations, and the National Guard and Reserve equipment account.

President Biden halted construction of the border wall through an executive proclamation on the first day
of his presidency.
