Congressional Schedule 

 

Both chambers will hold floor votes this week and will be in session through the week. 

Appropriations - Continuing Resolution 

The Senate is scheduled to take up a continuing resolution to fund the government through 

December 11 before the end of the fiscal year on Wednesday night.. The House passed the CR 

last Wednesday by a vote of 359-57. 

 

Coronavirus Stimulus/Relief Discussions 

 

This morning, Speaker Pelosi said that she and Treasury Secretary Mnuchin may still reach a 

deal on a coronavirus stimulus package. Pelosi and Democrat leaders have stated that in the 

absence of a deal they may vote on a House-only version of a relief package that includes more 

funding for airlines and restaurants and more PPP funding. Over the last few weeks, little 

progress has been made, and Democrats, Republicans, and the White House are still not in 

agreement on the topline figure of a relief bill. Speaker Pelosi offered $2.5 trillion, while 

Republicans are around a billion dollars lower than that. It is difficult to see how a package will 

come together with the General Election right around the corner and members are heading home 

to campaign.

  Coronavirus Relief Fund 

 

  Two weeks ago, we reported on a letter from the National Governors Association, National Conference of 

  State Legislatures, National League of Cities, National Association of Counties, International City/County 

  Management Association, US Conference of Mayors, and the Council of State Government in which they 

  noted that there was some conflicting guidance regarding payroll costs for public health and public safety  

  employees who are responding directly to the COVID-19 public health emergency coming from the   

  Department of the Treasury and the Office of the Inspector General at the Department of the Treasury.

Governor Gavin Newsom  

 

The Governor announced some major changes related to Climate Change last week that will be 

implemented in the coming months and during the next legislative session, including issuing an Executive 

Order halting the sale of gas-powered vehicles by 2035. The Governor has until September 30 to act upon 

the bills that have been sent to his desk. The PS Team continues to report out as he signs or vetoes key 

bills. Press conferences continue to be held regularly throughout the week to update the media and 

Californians about the state’s actions on COVID-19 and the wildfires.
