Update on Disparity Study

Laura Lloyd, County Administrator’s Office, provided an update on the Disparity Study commissioned
by the Board of Supervisors, which covers professional services, goods and services, construction
procurement, and more for the period of July 1, 2017, through June 30, 2020.

The first draft was received in Winter 2022, and updates have been made in collaboration with
Mason Tillman. The current draft, received on July 3, 2024, is 288 pages long and includes 11
chapters but lacks an executive summary, which is currently being developed.

Two chapters, related to legal review and procurement, are still under review by County Counsel. A
more substantive update will be available by the next Procurement and Contracting Committee
meeting in September 2024, depending on the completion of the executive summary and further
meetings with Mason Tillman. The study's findings are still under review, and updates will be shared
when finalized.

Quarterly Procurement Report.

The information presented in this report is based on payments made to contractors. The summary
chart of all payments up to $500,000 for the period July 1, 2009, through March 31, 2023.

e Total payments up to $500,000 were $1.9B

e $1.1B was paid to local contractors which equals 60.22% of total dollars up to $500,000

e $926.8M was paid to MWBE/SLEB contractors which equals 49.04% of total dollars up to
$500,000

e All payments to contractors including amounts over $500,000. This data is presented in the
summary on Page A2 for the period July 1, 2009, through March 31, 2023, and includes:

e Total payments were $4.2B
e $2.3B was paid to local contractors which equals 54.19% of total dollars
e $1.5B was paid to MWBE/SLEB contractors which equals 35.65% of total dollars

Measure Al Bi-Annual Contracting Update

Michelle Starratt, Housing Director, Alameda County Housing & Community Development Agency,
introduced John Lo as the new Assistant Housing Director, responsible for overseeing the
construction and development of affordable housing and Olivia Eldred, overseeing the labor
compliance program.

The Director presented a PowerPoint presentation on the Measure Al Bi-Annual Contracting update.

The Measure Al labor compliance program report covers data through February 28, 2023. The
report highlights significant achievements:

28 Measure Al projects completed

11 under construction

$2.7 million construction hours logged, creating over 20,000 jobs - 41% re local hires, exceeding the
board's goal of 30%. The report shows that 5% of hires were equity priority hires, a term updated
from "disadvantaged worker" to encourage more people to identify with the classification.

The report tracks local and small business involvement, with $219 million in construction contracts
awarded, 52% of which went to small local businesses. The board's goals for workforce, labor
compliance, and contract compliance have been consistently exceeded.

The report addresses demographic disparities in the construction workforce and emphasized the
need for more outreach and engagement to increase representation of African American, Asian, and
Native American workers in Measure Al projects. The department is coordinating with other county
departments to improve workforce diversity.
