Hilary Bass, Crime Prevention Senior Program Specialist, Alameda County Sheriff’s Office, Andrea Ford,
Assistant Agency Director, Workforce and Benefits Administration, Social Services Agency, Alisa Loveman,
Supervising Program Specialist, WBA, Social Services Agency and Tamara Dehnert, Management Analyst,
WBA, Social Services Agency presented PowerPoint presentations on the Food Recovery Program and SB
1383 and Emergency Food Distribution.

Due to the growing food needs associated with COVID-19, ACSSA partnered with organizations to expand
emergency food distribution and meal delivery services. Target populations include individuals and families
facing food insecurity, home-bound seniors, youth, medically vulnerable individuals and immigrant
populations.

The Social Services Agency has contracted with twenty-two (22) community partners to provide nutritious
food and meal delivery services to vulnerable Alameda County residents. Delivery of food includes: no contact
grocery delivery, prepared meals to homes and homeless encampments, prepared/grab- and-go/brown bag
meals for pick up. There are also mobile and pop-up food distribution sites across the county.

Andrea Ford, Assistant Agency Director, Workforce and Benefits Administration, Social Services Agency
Teri Donnelly, Division Director, WBA, Social Services Agency and Aishah Bashir, Program Coordinator,
WBA, Social Services Agency presented a PowerPoint presentation on the CalWORKSs Internship Program.

The CALWORKS Public Service Trainee Program (CPSTP_ is a highly competitive one-year job program,
which uses both classroom skill building and on-the-job training to prepare CalWORKS participants for
careers in the public and private sectors. Selected participants earn $22 an hour as temporary Alameda
County Social Services Agency employees.

Applicants must meet the following criteria:

e Currently receiving CalWORKSs cash aid in Alameda County

o If the parent/caretaker is no longer receiving cash aid, 1 or more of the children must still be
receiving cash aid

e No current or open sanctions by the selection period

e Must possess, at a minimum, a high school diploma or GED

Placements within multiple Alameda County departments and agencies builds confidence, access to amazing
supervisors & mentors, and opportunities to develop new skills. Supervisors receive short stigma/stereotype
orientation before participation.
