Seamless Transit Principles as well as presented a proposed Resolution to Support Seamless Transit
Principles.

Seamless Transit Principles is a connected rapid transit network that is strategically planned at regional
level to work as a system. Transit agencies work together to operate different parts of the integrated
network. Service quality, fares, schedules, and wayfinding is standardized to be a reliable and as simple as
possible for users. Transit and high-capacity vehicles move quickly on all major regional corridors.
