Liz McElligott, Assistant Agency Director, Community Development Agency, presented a memorandum
and draft ballot measure language to increase the Floor Area Ratio requirements for agricultural buildings
in LPA designation and allow additional square footage for covered equestrian arenas.

The proposed ballot measure to amend Measure D would apply the additional .025 FAR now allowed for
greenhouses in the LPA designation to all types of agricultural buildings only on properties designated
LPA. The language was prepared by the Office of the County Counsel for the ballot question and the
ordinance to amend Measure D, to become effective if the ballot measure passes. This language must be
approved by the Board of Supervisors by July of 2022 to be placed on the November 8, 2022, ballot.

The proposed State Route 239 Project would construct a new, approximately 17-mile four-lane
highway from State Route 4 at Marsh Creek Road in Contra Costa County to Interstate 580 in
Alameda County or Interstate 205 in San Joaquin County.

Alameda County.
