Daniel Woldesenbet, Director, Public Works Agency, presented a PowerPoint presentation on the Building Permit Issuance Process.


The Public Works Agency issues over 7,300 types of permits per year and conduct over 17,500 permit inspections per year. Approximately 10% of the permits require coordination with other agencies and the majority issued over the counter or within one to two weeks. New & major additions require land use or Planning approval; and Fire and Environmental Health Departments Approval, as needed, prior to issuance of Building permits.


Recent Technology Improvements

The Public Works Agency implemented a virtual Permit Portal. It is a system can be accessed 24 hour a day and allows for submittal of all plans and reports electronically. There is Plan Review capability through the E Plan System which eliminates travel to and from the Permit Center.

Virtual technology also allows agency building inspectors to update inspection records remotely. The Public Works Agency now uses virtual technology to share plans with other departments and agencies for review and approval.

II. Update on technical modifications to the East County Area Plan to adopt a Floor Area Ratio of .025 for agricultural building in the South Livermore Valley Plan, for an amendment to the County Zoning Ordinance to add a definition for agricultural building

Albert Lopez, Director, Planning Department, Community Development Agency, presented a staff report to update the Committee on technical modifications to the East County Area Plan to adopt a Floor Area Ratio of .025 for agricultural building in the South Livermore Valley Plan (SLVPA), for an amendment to the County Zoning Ordinance to add a definition for agricultural building.

At the December 7, 2020, meeting, the Transportation and Planning Committee directed staff to request that the Board of Supervisors approve a non-binding policy to amend the East County Area Plan (ECAP) through a technical modification to allow a Floor Area Ratio (FAR) of .025 for agricultural buildings in 

the South Livermore Valley Plan Area (SLVPA), and to add the California Building Code definition for an agricultural building to the County Zoning Ordinance. The Board of Supervisors approved the policy on December 15, 2020. 

Over the next few months, staff will complete the process for adoption of the ECAP and Zoning Ordinance amendments, including environmental review as required under the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA). Staff is in the process of determining the most appropriate and expeditious level of CEQA analysis for the amendments. As required by state law, the Planning Commission must vote on a recommendation regarding adoption of the amendments before the Board of Supervisors may consider their approval.
