Alternative trainings include:  POST (Peace Officers Standards and Training); Contemporary Responce to Urban Shooters; 
CA Association of Tactical Officers; ALERRT - an active shooter tactics training; CATO (Ca. Assoc. of Tactical Officers); 
county-wide trainings such as a 1-day Urban Shield like training; regional SWAT day hosted by FBI; week-long training in 
Las Vegas; training with Los Angeles SWAT Team.

Costs for alternative SWAT training is absorbed by operating budgets. Urban Shield training expenses run high because of 
FTE costs to backfill the 8 officers in the 4-day training. Budget difference between Urban Shield trainings and alternate 
SWAT trainings is neglegible.
