Referrals to CFMG from: 
nurses, providers, CJMH, any 
case manager, DPO’s, social 

worker, Public Defender, 
chronic disease list (from 

nurse screening)

Medical assessment and check 
release status

Note: all clients with a chronic 
disease are referred to Roots 

(minus HIV, cancer and Hep-C)

Obtain Release of 
Information (consult with 

Probation, CJMH, etc.)

Provide medical services 
based on assessment and

HEALTH – CFMG – POST-RELEASE PLANNING 
 

 

Connect with outside 
agencies for post-
release services

•If a provider connection 
existed prior to SRJ 
confinement

•No prior connection – tailor 
need based on need, city of 
residence

Develop a work plan 
for post-release 

services based upon 
the above

Medi-cal enrollment -
work with outside 

agency

Provide medication for 
up to seven days, if 

needed

•Ensure medication is in their 
release packet

Fax prescriptions to 
SRJ-approved
